Discuss struggles 
elsewhere around the world; draw your own strategic conclusions to test when 
the opportunity arises. Build networks, resources, and skills that will be useful 
in those moments of possibility. Dedicate yourself to a long-term project that 
challenges some aspect of the power structure. Wherever you can, open up 
the fault lines between those who prefer the world the way it is and those who 
want something different. Don’t seek to concentrate power, but to diffuse 
it—a part of your potential is locked in everyone else, and you won’t be able 
to access it without them. The outcome of a revolution is not determined by 
revolutionaries, but by which side the people on the fence ultimately join.

take heart. The hardest part of taking your destiny in your hands is the fear of 
the unknown. There are no guarantees, and the stakes are the things you prize 
most in all the world. This is why it’s a relief to consign yourself to others’ 
projects and values, giving up on your own in advance so you don’t risk fai-
ling yourself.

Naturally anarchists are decried as dangerous by cops, politicians, and 
the rich, and rightly so, because if anarchists had their way those roles would 
no longer exist. While we’re told to grow up, to quiet our rage, to check ano-
ther ballot, wait another decade for change, our limbs and minds grow weary. 
Our dreams and desires yearn to overflow, for something different.

Anarchism means destroying the forces that seek to keep us on our 
knees, as much as it means finding your friends, lovers, families and com-
munities to have each others’ backs, with unbounded rage and joy. The riot 
that spills into the streets with dancing and laughter, the potluck that leaves 
everyone fed, the social center filled with books and ideas, the friendships 
based in affinity and unconditional solidarity, the window smashed to let in 
the light from outside.

In a world full of alienation and apathy, anarchists are willing to act in 
accordance with their ideas. Anarchists are those who would set fire to a bull-
dozer or a new luxury home rather than let a forest be cut down, who would 
rather hear the sound of shattering glass than a politician’s speech. Deserting 
and disobeying all the rules written against us, by squatting and stealing for 
our survival, and rejecting the roles we’re assigned, as good worker, good 
student, good citizen, good woman or man. Rewriting the usual endings; 
by supporting prisoners rather than letting them disappear in isolation, by 
beating up rapists and homophobes rather than suffering their violence, by 
creating forms of love that only strengthen us rather than containing and 
limiting us. Taking control over our surroundings by painting graffiti on the 
walls or occupying space and planting gardens. By arming ourselves with the 
ability to create a new world and destroy the one that has been imposed on us.

Déserter et désobéir à toutes les 
règles écrites contre nous, en squattant et en volant pour survivre, en rejetant 
les rôles qui nous sont assignés, comme bonne travailleuse, bon étudiant, 
bonne citoyenne, bonne femme, bon homme. Réécrire les fins habituelles, en 
supportant les prisonnier.ères plutôt qu’en les laissant disparaître dans l’isole-
ment, en tabassant les violeurs et les homophobes plutôt qu’en subissant leur 
violence, en créant des formes d’amour qui nous donnent de la force plutôt 
que de nous contenir et nous limiter. Prendre le contrôle de notre environne-
ment en faisant des graffitis sur les murs ou en occupant l’espace et en plan-
tant des jardins. En nous armant de la capacité à créer un nouveau monde et 
en détruisant celui qui nous a été imposé.
